Notes on history of Bury.

From the Abbey to Moyses Hall was the extent of the Norman growth of the town
between 1066 and 1086, with the Norman market near Moyses Hall.

The Saxon market was in St. Marys Square. Bury St. Edmunds is unique in being
able to see this growth over the 20 year periocd.
