04.07.15    Meeting was suspended at 20:15hours to receive comments/ comments.

2. County Councillors Report. This was given at the Parish meeting and is attached to those minutes.

3. District Councillors Report. District Councillor S Plumb advised that local council houses are being updated and that tenants are getting new tenancy agreements as Babergh and Mid Suffolk have agreed on a joint tenancy agreement.
There is a Local Core Planning Strategy and the clerk has been requested to obtain a copy.

05.07.15    Playground
1. Weekly inspection showed no new areas of concern.

2. It was agreed that a 3 foot chain link be installed at the rear of the playground. Three quotes to be obtained by Parish Clerk with Councillor Theobold.
3. Purchase of new bark at the cost of £135 was approved.

06.07.15    Cutting back of hedge behind phone box was discussed and it was agreed that Councilor Boyes would arrange with Nick Garwood to cut it.
07.07.15    Ways of enhancing and updating the appearance of the Community Centre were discussed and quotations were received. It was agreed that the council would commit £6000 for the restoration and that Steve Murphy would engage with the clerk to get invoices for the materials sent to the council.

08.07.15 Update on broken posts for signboard in Upper Street. Councillor Cleveland has ordered the post and will give invoice to the clerk.

Bees. Discuss financing safety clothes. A new bee group has started in the village and new members are welcome. The council agreed to finance the purchase of a safety suit and glasses up to a maximum of £50. 
10.07.15 Concerns from the residents of Cranmore Green Farmhouse and Cranmore Green Barn about the speed of cars entering the village along that stretch of road were discussed and County Coucillor Kemp thought that there was little chance of a reduced speed limit being imposed. It was agreed to get a temporary speed monitor installed called SID
