Erection of 2m high galvanised metal mesh deer proof fence.

The Parish Council unanimously voted to object to the above proposal for the following reasons:

· There is little significant change to an earlier proposal B/15/00865 which Stanstead Parish Council objected to and the reasons for that objection are valid for the current proposal. “The type of fence submitted is normally used for industrial areas and is alien to the countryside. The council believe it does not comply to policy “EN09”

· The proposal is located within an area “Special Landscape Area” and six foot galvanised fencing will have a detrimental effect on the landscape

· Although the current proposal has changed the Parish Council still feel that it is alien to the countryside in general and Stanstead Parish in particular. 

· As far as is known no similar fencing has been erected in the Parish or the surrounding area therefore it would become a blot on the landscape. This means that under CR04 it does not harmonise with the landscape.

· Various members of the public have approached Parish Councillors concerning their objections to the proposal.

· The application refers to CR07 and creating a wildlife corridor. By erecting the fence proposed the exact opposite would happen severely reducing the movement of local wildlife.
