Planning Matters

· DC/19/00989 | Planning Application. Erection of 4no. dwellings | Highbank Nursery The Hill Stanstead Sudbury Suffolk CO10 9AP
The council unanimously raised an objection to this application for the following reasons

1. The Highbank Nursery plot is outside of the building envelope. The councilors had no objection to the original single dwelling application on 20/10/17 ref DC/17/04166, but firmly object to this new application of 4 houses on this site. Stanstead is a small village with very few amenities, this has been recognised by Babergh District Council and is now classified as a Hamlet and not a hinterland under the new joint Local Plan.
2. Babergh has demonstrated a five-year supply of deliverable housing sites not including this site.

3. The Heritage Statement published on the website 27th February 2019 is dated 18th April 2018 and does not depict a true picture of the current site, which now has one more house erected and very few trees. This completely changes the landscape.

Although the previous application DC18/01005 for four houses was passed for this site, Stanstead PC feels this new application for Self-Build properties has been presented purely to avoid CIL payments which will deprive both the Babergh District Council and the village of Stanstead of this contribution designed to improve local amenities.

The council unanimously raised an objection to this application for the reasons stressed in their earlier letter and fully supported the views of Glemsford Parish Council.
