Defibrillator for village. The chairman moved this item to the end of the meeting as the guest speaker Mrs. S Howe would not be unavailable until later in the evening. Babergh Joint Local Plan
District Councilor Mr. S Plumb gave a good account of the plan explaining that most of the housing is to be located in the A12 corridor outside of Ipswich however there is an argument that more villages should take some of the housing.
It was explained that although this was a long-term plan it will be revised in five years and it may be prudent to have a Neighbour Plan so it would be included in any revision.

It was agreed that a Neighborhood Plan be added to the agenda for the next full meeting and that a Babergh District Council Officer be invited to attend either at that meeting or a mutually agreed time.

No recommended changes to the plan were put forward.
Cllr M Holt asked if the village had any Section 106 money due and this is to be checked by the clerk who had no knowledge of any outstanding monies.
