Report. 
Cllr Coxhill and Cllr Warne reported that the wood surrounding in the play area was rotting and needed replacing. It was agreed to upgrade the area but to wait until the official inspection in September. County Cllr Kemp may be able to assist with his locality funding.
The clerk reported that Covid 19 signage had been put up at the playground entrance, but it needed updating due to easing of restrictions. District Cllr Plumb to send updated details to clerk.

Tower Clock. Unfortunately, the electrician who is doing the repair has a backlog of work, so an update will be made at the next meeting.

The Community Centre have thanked the council for permission to have two further circular table/benches at the rear of the building. These have been purchased and have proved popular with members.
10.07.20
The Community Centre are grateful that the Parish Council have given permission to have a patio at the rear of the building. The work has started and will be completed on Thursday at a cost of approximately £3000. The members unanimously agreed to grant 50% of the costs to the Community Centre.  

11.07.20 Water Course

Cllr Wilson had received a quotation for the watercourse, asper the specification, for £1,400 . The other quotation received by Cllr C Warne was for £1,700. The council opted for the cheaper quotation. The clerk is to liaise with Cllr Wison to get the work done.
The council had received two quotations for pollarding the trees by the watercourse and went for the cheapest £1100. This work is not to start before September.

Cllr M Warne noted that some residents had reported unsociable behaviour in the village. It was agreed that this was beyond the remit of the Parish Council and as the house concerned is Social Housing any complaints should be raised by the residents with Babergh District Council Housing Department.
