02.09.20   There were no Councillors’ declarations of interest, pecuniary or non-pecuniary.

To Consider Planning Applications

Applications Received –
DC/20/03276 | Full Planning Application - Erection of 6no. dwellings | Highbank Nursery The Hill Stanstead Sudbury Suffolk CO10 9AP
It was noted that this new application is for six bungalows with carports for every property, the previous passed application was for four bungalows and two houses and only had carports for four of the properties.
The Parish Council have objected in the past to development on this land except for the application for one property. Since then applications for four and then six properties have been submitted and approved by Babergh Planning.

The council felt that the new application for six bungalows is better than the previous application as there would be less impact on the skyline but raised some concerns as below:

· Lower Street has been subject to flooding caused partly by water running down The Hill. It is important that adequate drainage is implemented on the site not to cause an increase in waterflow down The Hill.
· Both entrances are on sections of The Hill that struggle to let two vehicles pass, and impossible when farm and HGV vehicles are present, what safety measures are going to be put in force such as signage and a pavement for pedestrians?

· Are the garages/cart lodges complying with reasonable dimensions following guidelines?

The Parish Council also requested that Babergh Planning take into consideration all concerns regarding previous objection on this site and the current objection from a neighbour. 

DC/20/03607 | Householder application - Erection of single storey rear extension. | Tordale Upper Street Stanstead Sudbury Suffolk CO10 9AT
As the extension is at the rear of the property it has no impact on the landscape, so the council had no objection.

The water course has been dug out at the rear of the Community Centre as agreed, plus the contractor has dug out further upstream as privately agreed with the property owners adjacent to the watercourse. Cllrs C Warne and R Coxhill were a bit concerned that the building up of the back might need more support however as the new grass seed had grown well this should bind the bank. A further review will be discussed at the next full council meeting.
