01.03.22
The Chairman opened the meeting and thanked everybody for attending the Council Meeting. 

02.03.22   Cllr C Warne declared a pecuniary interest in item 09.03.22 and Cllr Diana Wilson declared a non-pecuniary interest I item 13.03.22. 
03.03.22   Cllr Diana Wilson requested an Application for Dispensation to discuss item 13.03.22 and this was approved by the chairman.
04.03.22   The minutes of the meetings held on the 24th January 2022, were approved as a true record.

Public Forum
The Chairman allowed the County and District reports to be read initially followed by an update on Quiet Lanes 12.03.22 and a public discussion on item 13.03.22
Members of the public – 
There was a general discussion regarding the new licence application for Mount Farm Vineyard which excluded some of the requirements of the previous application. The clerk read out some objections that had been received by the council and reminded the meeting that any objections have to fit the criteria set out by the licencing authority. Several of the public attendees raised their objections to the new application citing that Blooms Hall Lane would have an increase in traffic that would create a public nuisance, public safety and could be harmful to children.

The owner of the Vineyard felt that the traffic situation was not a requirement of the application and several attendees disagreed with him. The clerk reminded the meeting that the objection raised by the Parish Council regarding Blooms Hall Lane and this met the criteria of the licencing authority. The clerk also reminded the public that they can submit their objection or support directly to the licencing authority. The chairman brought the discussion to an end and the councillors discussed it in item 13.03.22. 
County Council Report. Richard Kemp:
There has been a 3% increase in Council Tax with Social Care getting a 1% increase. There have been changes to the Highway Code giving pedestrians priority over drivers. The County Council are trying to get devolution allowing them more power locally.

Blooms Hall is progressing as a Quiet Lane and has moved into the next phase however it appears that mor local funding is required to the sum of £560.  David Harkness said that some local residents are willing to contribute as is Mount Farm Vineyard and Stanstead Parish Council. County Cllr Richard Kemp thought there will be funding from his locality pot.
